1. Watch the following video and answer the following questions:

a. What struck you most about this video? 
b. How many stars are there in the universe?

c. If you were to take a dime and hold it up to the night sky, how many stars would it cover?
d. How fast does our planet move?

e. How many miles a year does our planet travel?

f. What angle is our planets axis at?

g. What object does Mark use as an analogy for the intricate design of our universe?

h. Fill in the blank: “If we never had the Bible, ______ would be our first evangelist.”
2. Read all of Chapter 1 in Genesis: Notice that this is not a textbook, we are only supposed to ask the “Why?” of Creation, not the “Who?”, “What?”, “Where?”, “When?”, and “How?”. This is a story used to show that God created everything in stages (evolution), He did it because He loved us, He sets us apart (in his image and likeness, we have free will and souls!) and that is was good! The word “day” here used means “a period of time” in Hebrew, which could have been a period of a billion years! 
a. What did God create on the fourth day?

b. Creation gets more and more evolved and complex as God moves through the “days”. What is the most complex thing that God creates?
c. Does it surprise you to hear that the Catholic Church believes in the theory of evolution? Why or why not?

d. Did you know that the Catholic Church invented the scientific method and that a German priest invented the Big Bang Theory and proposed it to Einstein? How does that impact your view of how our faith and science can work together to understand the universe?
3. Note: We do not believe the events in Genesis, chapters 1-11 (Creation, The Fall of Man, Noah’s Ark & the Tower of Babel) literally happened word-for-word, but there is some evidence to suggest that many of the details are correct through historical record and scientific studies. However, everything after Genesis chapter 12 (Abraham’s migration out of Ur in 2000 B.C.) can be verified by historical record.

4. Answer the following questions:

a. Can science prove or disprove God’s existence? Why or why not?

b. In what ways do faith and science work together?

c. Do you believe that God is real? Why or why not?
d. Why do you think that God created mankind?

e. Why do you think God specifically created YOU?
f. What personal experiences have you had that have led you to believe that God is real or not?

g. What doubts have you had and what arguments have you heard about God’s existence?

h. What questions do you still have about God and His existence?
i. What do you need to do to trust God more and know that He is there?
